2 & 3 Year Old Eligibility Protest Policy:

Any complaint/protest against eligibility of an entry in the 2-year-old
&/or 3-year-old Western Pleasure class must be submitted in writing
with a $25 fee.  The fee is refundable if the protest committee rules in
favor of the 4-Her submitting the request.  

• Protests must be submitted to the show superintendent or state
personnel. 

• Protests must be submitted in writing and be presented by the 4-
Her only.  Protests made by anyone other than a 4-Her will be
considered invalid. 

• The exhibitor or horse and the reason for the protest being filed
must be designated.  

• Protests will be made with the understanding that the protestors
name will be shared with the Protest Committee.

• In cases of protest, the exhibitor may be allowed to show, but
results of showing will be subject to change based on the
outcome of the protest process.  This allows for smooth operation
of the show and facilitates appropriate processing.

• Verification of the protest on eligibility of the entry may result in
disqualification of the project.

• Protests will not be accepted after the completion of the show.
